Directions to the BCMA Airfield / ASA Rocket Motor Test Site
We’re glad you’re planning to attend the rocket motor test.  Generally speaking, the test site is located due south of Houston a few miles off the coastline.  The test site is in a large field east of Clute, Texas and there is a sign next to the road for the Brazoria County Modelers Association (BCMA).
From Houston:

Drive South on HWY 288.  Just before you reach the town of Angleton (25 miles south of Beltway 8), turn onto FM 523 heading east/south.  Stay on 523 for a little over 17 miles.  On 523 you will pass highways/roads: 35, 2004, 223, 226, and 227.  1.7 miles after 227 you will pass the BCMA airfield on your left.  It is a few hundred yards off the road in the middle of a big field.  If you reach the town of Oyster Creek you have gone a mile or two too far.
From Clear Lake:

Drive West on NASA Road 1 (FM 528) until you reach HWY-35.  Turn south on 35 and drive for ~19 miles until you reach FM 523.  Turn south (left) on 523 and drive about 14 miles until you reach the test site, following the milestones described above.
It takes about an hour to reach the test site from Clear Lake.
